INTRODUCTION

The Mind-Science Centre Seed Grant (MSC-Seed) aims to bring exceptional and novel research ideas into fruition to prove its value, efficacy and feasibility. The focus of the research should be translational in nature. MSC-Seed provides variable seed funding from small grants of S$20,000 up to S$100,000, and duration for each project will be up to two years.

ELIGIBILITY INFORMATION



Applicants for the MSC-Seed must meet all of the following requirements: 
· Principal Investigators (PIs) must be a staff under NUS/NUH, defined as a minimum of 6 months employment with the institution.
· Funding requested should be for new research ideas and not for supplementing existing projects / collaborations. 
· For proposals involving patients, the PI or Co-I should be SMC registered (if applicable); or should be able to demonstrate ability to access patients through SMC registered collaborators. 
· Only one PI is allowed per application.
· Each PI is allowed to submit up to two applications.
· MSC-Seed only funds research conducted in Singapore, but can involve overseas collaborators.

APPLICATION & SUBMISSION



· Research proposal must be prepared using the prescribed form on http://nmsc.nus.edu.sg/
· You may add pages or sections where necessary.
· PI is responsible for the completeness of the proposal submission to MSC.
· Proposals must be submitted to Mr. Jonathan Wong (pcmwyzj@nus.edu.sg).
· Only proposals properly completed with relevant supporting documents attached will be accepted for evaluation and assessment for awarding of grants. 
· You should submit one MS Word softcopy.
· All proposals to be submitted to NUS Mind-Science Centre by 5pm, 31 Jan 2018.
