Students will be introduced to molecular and functional imaging methods, such as planar gamma scintigraphy, SPECT/CT (Single Photon Emission Computed Tomography), and PET/CT (Positron Emission Tomography), along with the radiopharmaceutical therapeutic approaches employed in treating conditions such as thyroid disorders, liver cancers, neuroendocrine tumours, and prostate cancer.

Students will have the chance to participate in clinical sessions and teachings, gain foundational skills in interpreting imaging studies, and observe procedures ranging from diagnostic scans to radionuclide therapy. 
They will be exposed to a multidisciplinary team environment, including nuclear medicine physicians, radiologists, oncologists, technologists, and physicists, to gain a deeper understanding of Nuclear Medicine's role in patient care and its integration with other medical specialties.

Students interested in research will also have the chance to engage in ongoing departmental studies, gaining insight into the latest advancements in the emerging field of theranostics.

Also, to stimulate interest in students who may wish to further pursue their career in this extremely challenging surgical field.

Students will be expected to follow and participate in the ward rounds and assist the team in their ward work under supervision as well as joining in the many core curriculum teaching sessions and conferences organized by the NHCS for junior doctors.
